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Tips and tricks 
• Mention your Twitter handle (@anglicandioTO) on your website, your bulletin, your 

newsletter, your email signature, etc. so people know to follow you. 

• In your Twitter bio, include keywords your potential followers may be trying to find (the 

name of your town or neighbourhood, “church,” “Anglican”). 

       
• Keep your tweets short to get more retweets and interaction. 

• Don't only promote yourself – mix up your tweets. Share relevant content from a variety of 

sources to keep your followers interested. 

• Add hashtags to your tweets (#Anglican, #Oshawa, #Easter), but only one or two. Hashtags 

are great for grouping tweets together around a particular topic or event (like #synodTO). 

• Include links in your tweets. Link to pages on your website to drive traffic there. 

 

• Interact with your followers. Ask and answer questions, retweet and like others’ tweets. 
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• Share images in your tweets to increase engagement. 

 

• Create lists about certain topics or groups you want to pay attention to (e.g. Our Parishes). 

• Use Twitter Analytics to track how many people are seeing and engaging with your tweets.
